* Over 6/12 to 8/12 Pitch Rows are Spaced Every 7 Feet Going up the Roof.

* Over 4/12 to 6/12 Pitch Rows are Spaced Every 10 Feet Going up the Roof.

Divide the Roof Areas into Equal Sections, with Equal Distance Between Rows, without Exceeding the Manufacturer Maximum Placement Guidelines.

* Over 2/12 to 4/12 Pitch Rows are Spaced Every 15 Feet Going up the Roof.

* On 1/2/12 to 2/12 Pitch Rows are Spaced Every 25 Feet Going up the Roof.

* Over 8/12 to 12/12 Pitch Rows are Spaced Every 5 Feet Going up the Roof.
